Emil Robert Voigt, (1883 – 1973) athlete, Olympic champion, engineer, radio manager and political organiser was born in 1883 
in Manchester England.  He took up athletics after leaving school, competing with great success in cross country events for Slade 
Harriers and Manchester Athletic Club.  He won three A.A.A. titles 1908-1910 and, as a virtual unknown won the gold medal for 
the 5 Mile Run at the 1908 London Olympic Games.  He has the distinction of having held this title ever since, as the event was 
changed to the 10,000 metres in future Olympic Games. 
 

Voigt emigrated to Australia in 1911, set many national records and won numerous titles including the Victorian One Mile in 
1913 and was responsible for the first cinder track built in Melbourne.  He was a well known figure in radio, founding station 
2KY, the first commercial radio station in Australia and became both station manager and wrestling commentator.  He was 
founding chairman of the Australian Federation of Commercial Broadcasting Stations and President of the Radio Manufacturers 
Association of NSW, and was also involved in politics, holding the position of Secretary of the Labour Council for many years. 
 

In 1936 he resigned from 2KY and returned to England for several years with various business interests including an engineering 
company manufacturing aircraft parts and distributing American movies.  He also spent some time in the United States writing a 
syndicated sports column for the Hearst chain of newspapers.  Voigt was a committed vegetarian and also wrote several books on 
nutrition and massage. In 1947 Voigt moved to Auckland, New Zealand and lived out the rest of his life there.  He died in 1973.
